• A letter will be sent to inform parents about the overseas learning journey 
through Parents Gateway (PG).

• Students will be required to submit a written proposal and video 
presentation on why they want to participate in the learning journey.

• Students will be shortlisted based on their entries, conduct and teacher 
recommendation.

• Successful applicants will be informed via PG by the end of February. The 
selection panel’s decision is final.

1. Estimated Total Trip Cost: $1,500 to $1,800                                                                                                        
covering airfare, accommodation, local transport, meals, insurance, and program activities.

2. Student Co-payment: Not more than 50% of total trip cost for 
Singapore Citizens. 
a) Mode of co-payment: Student’s Edusave. Cash payment if there are insufficient funds in 

student’s Edusave.
b) Students under financial aid schemes may receive additional subsidies, where necessary to 

further reduce or cover the co-payment.
c) Non-Singaporeans will have to pay FULL cost of the trip.

3. Personal expenses (e.g. shopping) will not be covered.
4. Final costs and payment details will be shared with parents of 

selected students once arrangements are confirmed.
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
